Competition Rules, Terms & Conditions

2. There is no cost to enter the competition.

3. The awards are open to existing business owners who are:

Enterprise Enfield (EE) clients (who have attended workshops, seminars or advice sessions at the agency). Clients with businesses based outside of Enfield may still apply.

      OR 

Other business owners (not clients) whose businesses must be located in the London Borough of Enfield.

4 A business may enter as many categories as they feel they are eligible for.  Each entry will need to be completed on the appropriate Competition Entry Form.  Only one entry per business is permitted in each category. If you have won this award previously, you cannot enter the same award again (you can enter other categories). In the event that a business is selected as a winner or runner-up for one category it will be excluded from other categories entered.
5 These must be on the official Entry Form, signed by an authorised representative of the business, and include attachments if appropriate.

6 The entry should be clearly presented, preferably typed, so that it is easy for the judging panel to read.

7 The closing date for entries is 5pm on Thursday 30th September 2010. 
8 Receipt of entries will be acknowledged by email. Proof of postage will not be taken as proof of receipt. 

9 No responsibility is taken for entries lost damaged or delayed in the post. 

10 Damaged, defaced and illegible entries will be disqualified.

12 In the event of a tie selected entrants may need to submit a brief Business Plan including cash flow forecasts. 

13 For each category there will be three judges. Their decision is final and binding and no correspondence whatsoever will be entered into.

15 No business where an employee, or sub-contractor, of EE is or has been involved on a contractual basis will be eligible for any awards.
